Adjournment Motion:

After hearing the Chief Minister, the Speaker withheld consent to the moving
of an adjournment mwotion given notice of by Shri Shafi Parambil and five other
Members regarding the serious situation reported to have arisen consequent to the
attack by the Police on Youth Congress leaders including an MLA in the protest

march organized by the Youth Congress in Ernakulam against the increase in
taxes in the State budget.

[The House was temporarily adjourned at 10.54 am. following the
commotion during the speech of the Leader of Opposition made in protest against
the denying of consent to the moving of the notice for leave to introduce
adjournment motion.]

The House re-assembled at 11.15 a.m. with M. Speaker in the Chair.

(Members belonging to the Opposition parties continued their protest against
the aftitude of the Government in the notice for adjournment motion.)

Then, the Bill was taken up for clause by clause consideration and passed without
discussion.
