1. THE KERALA APPROPRIATION BILL, 2022

The Bill is introduced in pursuance of clause (1) of Article 204 of the
Constitution of India, read with Article 205 thereof, to authorise payment and
appropriation of certain sums from and out of the Consolidated Fund of the state of
