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APPENDIX — VII

SALIENT FEATURES OF THE BILLS

1. The Kerala Fiscal Responsibility (Amendment) Bill, 2022

This Bill is intended to amend the Kerala Fiscal Responsibility Act, 2003
brought by the Government to ensure prudence in fiscal management and fiscal
stability by progressive elimination of revenue deficit and sustainable debt
management in a manner consistent with the fiscal stability in accordance with the

revised road map of the 15th Finance Commission.

2. The Kerala Co-operative Societies (Second Amendment) Bill, 2022

Proviso to section 2(ia) of the Kerala Co-operative Societies Act, 1969 as
amended by the Kerala Co-operative Societies (Amendment) Act, 2021 (Act 34 of
2021) says that “Provided that if the general body of a District Co-operative Bank
has not passed the resolution under section 14A, it shall continue as such for a
period of two years from the date of commencement of the Kerala Co-operative
Societies (Amendment) Act, 2021 or till the Registrar completes the process under
clauses (a), (b) and (c) of sub-section (1) of section 74H, whichever is earlier;”.
Date of commencement of the amendment Act is 13th January, 2022. Since the
stay order and status quo order issued by the Hon'ble High Court of Kerala are
continuing in force, the Registrar of Kerala Co-operative Societies could not
complete the procedure for merger within the period of two years as stipulated in
the above said proviso. Hence, the Government have decided to extend the period

from “two years” to “three years”.

3. The Kerala Maritime Board (Amendment) Bill, 2022

The Kerala Maritime Board was constituted as per the Kerala Maritime
Board Act, 2017 passed by the State Legislative Assembly and issued notification

vesting the assets and liabilities of the Directorate of Ports, Kerala State Maritime

1428/2022.

Development Corporation and the Kerala Maritime Institute in the Maritime
Board. The notification also provided for the conversion of employees of the

Directorate of Ports and other sub-offices as employees of the Board.

2. Government intends to shift the Headquarters of Board to Thiruvananthapuram
for the administrative convenience of the Board, to establish a Regional Office at
Kochi, to redetermine the Chairman's qualifications, to fix the term of office of
the Chairman, Vice-Chairman and nominated members as three years, to enhance
the efficiency of the Board and to make the Chief Executive Officer as Member
Secretary of the Board. It is also to be ensured that rules, regulations and other
directions of the Government are keenly followed by the Board. In the backdrop
that the employees approached the Hon'ble Kerala Administrative Tribunal raising
apprehension that employees who were transferred to the Board shall seize to be
Governement employees and Hon'ble Tribunal directed the Government to take
decision after considering the demands of the representatives of the petitioners,
Government accordingly decided to allow the employees of the Directorate of
Ports and Port offices to continue as Government employees. Moreover, the
Government also decided to appoint an administrator to oversee the administrative
and financial affairs of the board. The Government have decided to bring in

amendments to the Kerala Maritime Board Act, 2017 for the above said matters.

4. The Kerala Jewellery Workers' Welfare Fund (Amendment) Bill,2022

Sub-section (1) of section 4 of the Kerala Jewellery Workers’ Welfare Fund
Act, 2009 provides that every jewellery worker and self employed person shall
pay to the Fund rupees twenty per month as contribution. Sub-section (2) of section
4 of the said Act provides that the Government shall pay to the Fund every year an
amount equal to five percentage of the amount remitted by every member under

sub-section (1) as contribution.
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As the income of the Kerala Jewellery Workers’ Welfare Fund Board is
insufficient to disburse the benefits of the jewellery workers and to meet the
administrative expenses of the Board, the Government have decided to amend the
sub-section (1) of section 4 of the Kerala Jewellery Workers’ Welfare Fund Act,
2009 for enhancing the contribution to be paid by every jewellery workers and

self-employed from twenty rupees to fifty rupees.

5. The Kerala Public Service Commission (Additional Functions as Respects
Certain Corporations and Companies) Second Amendment Bill, 2022

The Kerala Non-Resident Keralites' Welfare Board was constituted on 2009
in accordance with the Non-Resident Keralites' Welfare Act, 2008 (10 of 2009). In
exercise of the powers conferred by section 12 of the said Act, 23 posts were
created in the Kerala Non-Resident Keralites' Welfare Board as per G.O.
(Ms.)N0.4/2010/NORKA, dated 20-12-2010. As per sub-section (3) of section 12
of the Act, the Kerala Service Rules (Part I & II) is applicable to the existing posts
of the Board. Subject to these provisions, Government may, as per sub-section (2)
of section 12 of the Act, determine the method of appointment, salary, other
benefits and other terms of service of the Chief Executive Officer and other
Officers. Thus the draft Special Rules were formulated and the Subject Committee
approved the draft Rules with the suggestion to include an amendment to the
provision that the direct appointment to the post should be through Public Service

Commission.

2. As the Kerala Non-Resident Keralites' Welfare Board is not currently
included in the Kerala Public Service Commission (Additional Functions as respects
Certain Corporations and Companies) Act, 1970, the Government have decided to

amend the said Act to include the Board within the purview of the said Act.
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6. The University Laws (Amendment) Bill, 2022

The University Grants Commission (Minimum Qualifications for Appointment of
Teachers and Other Academic Staff in Universities and Colleges and Other
Measures for the Maintenance of Standards in Higher Education) Regulations,
2018 provides that the Chancellor shall appoint the Vice-Chancellor from a panel
submitted by the Search-cum-Selection Committee. The Kerala State Higher
Education Council has submitted a proposal to include three members in the
Search-cum-Selection Committee to be constituted for the appointment of Vice-
Chancellor. The Government have examined the said proposal and decided to
include two more members in the Search-cum-Selection Committee. The
Government have decided to amend the provision regarding the age limit for the
appointment of the Vice-Chancellor also. Hence the Government have decided to
amend the Kerala University Act, 1974 (17 of 1974), the Calicut University Act,
1975 (5 of 1975), the Mahatma Gandhi University Act, 1985 (12 of 1985), the Sree
Sankaracharya University of Sanskrit Act, 1994 (5 of 1994) and the Kannur
University Act, 1996 (22 of 1996) for the said purpose.

7. The Kerala Lok Ayukta (Amendment) Bill, 2022
The Kerala Lok Ayukta Act, 1999 (8 of 1999) provides for the appointment

and functions of certain authorities for making enquiries into any action relatable to
matters specified in List IT or List IIT of the 7thSchedule to the Constitution of
India taken by or on behalf of the Government of Kerala or certain public
authorities in the State of Kerala in certain cases and for matters connected

therewith.

Section 3 of the said Act provides for matters relating to the appointment of
Lok Ayukta and Upa-Lok Ayuktas. Under sub-section (2) of the said section, a
person to be appointed as Lok Ayukta shall be a person who has held the office of a
Judge of the Supreme Court or that of the Chief Justice of a High Court. Now the
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Government intends to consider a retired Judge of the High Court also to the post
of Lok Ayukta by amending sub-section(2). Sub-section (3) of the said section
provides that a person to be appointed as Upa-Lok Ayukta shall be a person who
holds or has held the office of a Judge of a High Court. It has been decided to omit
the existing provision regarding appointment of a sitting Judge of the High Court

as Upa-Lok Ayukta by amending the said sub-section (3).

Under section 5 of the said Act, the term of office of the Lok Ayukta and
Upa-Lok Ayukta shall be five years from the date on which they assume office.
Now it has been decided to fix seventy years as the maximum age limit for holding
the office of Lok Ayukta and Upa-Lok Ayukta by amending section 5 of the said
Act. Further decided to insert a provision regarding the term of office of the

present Lok Ayukta and Upa-Lok Ayuktas.

As there was no provision in the said Act for the arrangement to be made in
case of occurrence of any vacancy in the office of the Lok Ayukta, it has been
decided to insert new provisions viz, sub-sections 5 (A) and 5 (B) to section 7 of

the said Act.

Sub-section (1) of section 14 of the said Act empowers the competent
athuority to accept the declaration under sub-section (3) of section 12 of the said
Act. Now the Government have decided to empower the competent authority to

reject the declaration as well by making amendments to sections 14 and 15.

8. The Kerala Industrial Single Window Clearance Boards and Industrial

Township Area Development (Amendment) Bill, 2022

Kerala Industrial Single Window Clearance Boards and Industrial Township
Area Development Act, 1999 (5 of 2000) provide for the speedy issue of various
licences, clearances and certificates required for the setting up, expansion,
diversification and modernisation of enterprises in the State, and renewal thereof
and for the constitution of Industrial Township Area Authorities and for matters

connected therewith.
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The Government have decided to amend the Kerala Industrial Single Window
Clearance Boards and Industrial Township Area Development Act, 1999
(5 of 2000) by incorporating provisions to constitute a District Grievance Redressal
Committee at District level to monitor that the services to any person who has
submitted an application for clearances or certificates, licences, permits, consents
or renewal or any other matter incidental thereto, required under various State
enactments, for setting up, running, expansion, diversification or modernisation of
enterprises having Capital Investment upto five crores and to redress the
grievances of such persons and to take steps against such designated officer who
has failed or caused delay to provide the services and to constitute a State
Grievance Redressal Committee as an appeallte authority upon the orders of the
said Committee and for the matters connected therewith.

9. The Kerala Public Enterprises (Selection and Recruitment) Board Bill, 2022

At present the recruitments to make appointments to the various posts in the
Public Sector Undertakings under the administrative control of Industries and
Commerce Department are done through three channels. Posts like Chief
Executive Officer / Managing Director are being selected through Kerala Public
Enterprises Selection Board. Other posts are being recruited through Kerala Public
Service Commission and the Public Sector Undertakings themselves depending on
selection procedures in accordance with the guidelines issued by the Government
from time to time. Appointments to the various posts in Public Sector
Undertakings under the administrative control of the Department of Industries and
Commerce, which are not under the purview of the Kerala Public Service
Commission and the Kerala Public Enterprises Selection Board, for appointment
in various posts in Public Sector Undertakings under the administrative control of
Deparments other than the Industries and Commerce Department of Government
of Kerala, to the posts for which appointment are not to be made through the
Kerala Public Service Commission, on request from the departments concerned. It
is observed that a fool proof mechanism to be brought to introduce cent percent
transparency in the matter. Public Sector Restructuring and Internal Audit Board
(RIAB) has recommended for the formation of a new Board Viz. Kerala Public
Enterprises Selection and Recruitment Board so as to make recruitments in a
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transparent and uniform manner. Hence, the Government have decided to
constitute the Kerala Public Enterprises Selection and Recruitment Board for the
said purpose.

10. The Kerala L.ocal Self Government Common Service Bill, 2022

Sub-section (4) of section 180 of the Kerala Panchayat Raj Act, 1994 (Act 13
of 1994) provides that the Government shall, by rules made under the Kerala
Public Services Act, 1968 (Act 19 of 1968) regulate the classification, methods of
recruitment, conditions of service, pay and allowances and discipline and conduct
of the officers and the employees for the constitution of a separate service, of any
class of officers or servants of Panchayats either for the whole State or for each
district. Sub-section (1B) of section 222 of the Kerala Municipality Act, 1994 (Act
20 of 1994) provides that the Government shall, by rules made under the Kerala
Public Services Act, 1968 (Act 19 of 1968) regulate the classification, method of
recruitment, conditions of service, pay and allowances, discipline and conduct of
the officers and the employees and for the constitution of a separate service, for
any class of officers or employees of Municipalities either for the whole State or
for each district . Sub-section (2) of section 10 of the Kerala Town and Country
Planning Act, 2016 (Act 9 of 2016) provides for the appointment of officers and
staff in the Department of Local Self Government Department (Planning) with
such terms and conditions of service as may be prescribed.

As a part of constituting Local Self Government common service by integrating
the services under Panchayat, Municipality, Local Self Government Department
(Planning), and also the services of Rural Development and Local Self
Government Engineering Division, in order to make the service of the Local Self
Government Institutions more efficient, effective and to co-ordinate planning and
development activities at various levels and also to empower the Government to
frame State Service Rules and Subordinate Service Rules for Local Self
Government Department under the Kerala Public Services Act, 1968 (Act 19 of
1968) Government have decided to bring suitable amendments in sub-section (4)
of section 180 of the Kerala Panchayat Raj Act, 1994 (Act 13 of 1994), sub-section
(1B) of section 222 of the Kerala Municipality Act, 1994 (Act 20 of 1994) and
section 10 of the Kerala Town and Country Planning Act, 2016 (Act 9 of 2016).
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11. The Kerala Public Service Commission (Additional Functions as
Respects the Services under the Waqf Board) Repeal Bill, 2022

The Kerala Public service Commission (Additional Functions as respects the
services under the Waqf Board) Act, 2021 provides certain additional functions to
the Kerala Public Service Commission regarding administrative services under the
Wagf Board. After coming into force of this Act, the Government was not able to
take further action in consultation with the Waqf Board and the Public Service
Commission for implementing objectives of this Act on account of the anxieties of
muslim communities and opinion of muslim organisations and thereby, not able to
make new appointment to the Board. Hence Government have decided to repeal
the Kerala Public Service Commission (Additional Functions as respects the
services under the Wagf Board) Act, 2021 (Act 15 of 2021) and to introduce a new
system for appointments in respect of the administrative services under the State
Wagf Board.

12. The Kerala Repealing and Saving Bill, 2021

The periodical repealing of Acts which are obsolete or are no longer needed
help to remove those laws from the Statute Book. Obsolete Acts having been
limited to endure only for specified period or purpose or which had been enacted
for the continuance of previous temporary Acts need not be kept alive in the Statute
Book. Obsolete Acts which are no longer capable of being put into force which
have exhausted its operation by the accomplishment of the objects also can be
removed from the Statute Book.

2. Amendment Acts are not necessary to be retained in the Statute Book as
separate Acts since they became part of their parent Acts.

3. Based on the recommendation of the Kerala Law Reforms Commission
under the Chairmanship of Justice (Rtd) V. R. Krishna Iyer appointed by the State
Government to repeal Acts which are obsolete or no longer needed and consequent
to the direction of the Central Government to repeal obsolete and redundant Acts
as part of 'Good Governance' in the Country, the Government have examined the
matter and decided to repeal such laws.
